Southron Gaard 
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Medieval Meals for Modern Cooks 

White Leek Bruet 

¶ 2 Leeks, white part only  

¶ Pickled pork (salted) (around 1 kg) 

¶ 1 cup blanched Almonds, ground finely  

¶ Chicken or Vegetable stock 

¶ Salt, to taste  

¶ 1 cup Almonds  

¶ 1 cup Water 

 

Put the pickled port into a pot and cover with water. Bring water to the boil, then cook over medium heat until the 

pork is cooked through. Remove from the water, measure the remaining liquid and make up to 4 cups with 

chicken or vegetable stock. If it is too salty then add more water and less stock. 

 

Slice leeks into rounds. Rinse well to remove silt and sand. Put leeks into the pot with the stock and bring to a boil. 

Reduce heat to medium and continue cooking until leeks are tender. Meanwhile, finely slice the cooked pork. 

 

Reserving the stock, drain leeks. Mix ground almonds with stock and return the pork to the pot. Finely chop leeks 

then mash them in a mortar or use a food processor. Stir leeks into broth. (You can eliminate chopping if a food 

processor is used for this step.) Add almonds and water. Simmer 20 minutes.  

Serve. Makes 8 servings.  

 

Tips from a modern cook:  I have rewritten the original recipe to reflect my adaptations, which cut down on the 

preparation time. Please consult the website for the original recipe (as listed below). I prefer this without the whole 

almonds, it is very tasty with rye or pumpernickel bread.

From Minutes of the College of St Kessog 
AGM Meeting, held at 5:45pm on Friday 7th 
Oct 2011 

ATTENDANCE:  Unthor (Sean), Grace 
(Catherine), Edith (Tasha), Mielikko (Dan), 
Julio (Chris),  Ursula (Ursula), Mýrún (Sandra, 
Seneschal) 

SENESCHALS REPORT (Mýrún): In many 
ways, the 2010/2011 year was a good one for 
St Kessog, with members attending events and 
the college holding two of its own. 

During the year, the club switched banks and 
undertook extensive fundraising via bake sales 
and a raffle. Thanks to Unthor, Grace, and 
Lord Mielikko for helping out at the stall, with 
baked goods also being contributed by Lady 
Edith, Ignatius and myself.  

January also saw me travelling to the LOTS 
conference in Canberra. 

Significant promotional work has been 
undertaken, with a promotional bookmark 
being produced for the universityõs Clubs Day, 
and Grace was an excellent spokeswomen for 
the group over this time, attracting many new 
participants. 

The group held two events, the Feast of St 
Kessog and Collegium in March, and the 
Fimbulwinter camping event in August, both 
of which were well attended. We also travelled 
up for BA. 

There were also challenging times through the 
year. After the great start, the groupõs makeup 
has changed from that usual in a college, 
mostly non-students and families.

Moved to accept the Reeves report by 
Mielikko, seconded by Unthor 

Mýrún then advised the meeting that she had 
received a letter from OUSA requesting 
payment of insurance excess caused by the 
accident when St Kessog hired the van to 
travel to BA. Mýrún read the letter to the 
meeting (not published). 

Moved: That $376.94 be appropriated for the 
purpose of paying the OUSA van excess bill 
from the St Kessog bank account by Mielikko, 
seconded by Unthor. 

Edith advised she will cover the remainder of 
the debt, and will make arrangements with 
OUSA to do so. 
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WEBWRIGHT REPORT  (Unthor): The St 
Kessog site has been kept up to date except 
just recently as he has been busy with 
mundane affairs. Mýrún advised that the email 
addresses did not seem to be working, Unthor 
would look into this. 

COLLEGE DORMANCY :  Mýrún spoke to 
the meeting about the rationale behind making 
the college dormant. There was general 
support though Julio did express concern that 
the college might not get started up again. 

There was discussion about a possible canton, 
and what occurred with the Canterbury 
University SCA group and 
Castelburn.  Mielikko advised that the 
constitution of St Kessog had been written to 
avoid similar issues to the Canterbury uni 
group. All St Kessog gear goes back to 
Southron Gaard. 

A new archery venue is needed. Julio advised 
he might be willing to arrange a venue. 

Moved that the Incipient College of St Kessog 
be made dormant until such time as student 
numbers warrant reactivation of the group by 
Lady Edith, seconded by Julio. 

Lady Edith advised that she will investigate 
what needs to take place in order to close the 
groupõs bank account. 

Moved that the bank account belonging to the 
Incipient College of St Kessog be closed, with 
Lady Edith responsible for arranging this by 
Mýrún, seconded by Edith. 

COLLEGE EQUIPMENT:  The local 
group wishes to keep practicing archery, the 
gear will remain in its present location until the 
end of the academic year, then move to Julioõs 
and Ursulaõs place to facilitate training. 

Discussion turned to loaner armour. Mýrún 
advised that she had discussed this with 
Oswyn and Raffe, and there was general 
agreement that those local members who 
wished to undertake heavy fighting endeavour 

to equip themselves with the remainder to be 
returned to Southron Gaard.  

The remaining gear in the Clubs and Societies 
locker was serving and feast gear, much of it 
from Castlburn. After discussion 4 sets of 
loaner feast gear would be retained by the 
group for the use of future members. 

Locals would pick over the remainder to fill 
out their own feast kits. 

The remainder would be returned to Southron 
Gaard for either loaner feast gear during CF or 
sale at CF. 

Serving gear would be retained locally for use 
at future events. 

What little loaner garb we have is poor in 
quality and condition, some of it should be 
tossed out. The remainder would be moved to 
Julioõs and Ursulaõs for storage. 

A store of books and magazines are currently 
at Mĩr¼nõs place. She suggested these be added 
to SGõs library, but that it be held in the 
ôHighland Branchõ, i.e. that it be retained by 
the local group for loan. There was general 
agreement to this suggestion. Unthor 
volunteered to be the custodian for the library. 

HOUSEHOLD FORMATION:  

Participants at the meeting resolved to form a 
household. Ursula volunteered as 
quartermaster.
