Happy New Year to you all!

While racking my mind for this month’s column
topic, it finally (ask our poor chronicler how finally!)
occurred to me that the start of the year would be a
good time to talk about the recent event pricing
survey. There were 56 responses to the survey,
which is gratifying and which has, more
importantly, provided a really helpful snapshot of
your views on event pricing.

A majority of the respondents booked for one or
two people for events (66%), with the bulk of the
remainder (33%) booking for up to 5 people, with
a very few booking for larger numbers of people at
a time. A little under half of respondents indicated
that they would be booking for people under the
age of 18.

There were a good number of comments given on
the survey, and I’'ve noted some recurrent themes
and some really excellent suggestions that will be
being followed up. The first is that families are
having trouble affording coming to events. At
present, most of the venues that we regularly use
charge us per head, and these venues usually start
charging us adult prices for under 18’s at different
age ranges (e.g. 13 yrs for some sites, 17 for others).
There were some suggestions that under 18’s
should be free to events, as is done in some groups
in Australia. This is a suggestion that will be
examined further and discussed at council

sometime soon.

Another grouping of comments were around a
perception that the group is aiming to make a profit
from events, which is not actually the intention of
the majority of stewards who are planning an event.
A common process used by those putting in event
bids to is to look at the attendance numbers from
previous years of an event, or at a similar type of
event, and then to use that as a basis for estimating
how many people will come to the event that they
are planning. The usual process is then to look to
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establish a break-even price range, then a
contingency of 5% is usually added on top to cover
any unforeseen expenses. This contingency has
actually been reduced over the last couple of years,
it used to be 10%, which was done to help lower
excess income generation. The main expenses
associated with running events have been venue
hire and food costs, generally. For venue hire, there
are two options, a cheaper venue that will require
people to come in cars, or, a more expensive venue
that is available to public transport. People have
been advising they want events to be conveniently
located, but there really aren’t many (if any) venues
in Christchurch that are both cheap and convenient.

The main reason why some of our events have been
generating excess income over the last few years has
been twofold, namely, more people have come to
events than were expected to come based on
previous years projections, and, the events have
been managed very well by your stewards, so there
have been fewer cost overruns or financial mistakes
being made. Event budgeting, and especially
pricing, is a hard task for your stewards!

That said, some of the problems indicated in the
survey do need to be addressed by those looking to
be event stewards. Lack of notice, and information
about activities for events was raised, as people
don’t have time to save to go, or need to ascertain
it it will be worth the trip. Those ones are easily
solved by getting bids in earlier (yes, I probably am
looking at you, Regular Event Steward :P ).
Offering a meal free option for the entire event as a
standard, or, offering a single course dinner instead
of multi course feasts was also suggested.

I’d like to thank everyone who participated in the
survey, and am happy to have a chat with people on
this and other topics at the upcoming Canterbury
Faire. See you all soon!

The role of Quartermaster, which has been filled by the noble Lord Raffe for the last 6 years, is an important
one in the Barony. It is time for a new person to step into this role. The role description for the
Quartermaster is below.

Role: Store and keep track of Baronial equipment
Workload:

e Ensure clean and secure storage of the Baronial equipment.

e Maintain lines of communication with event stewards/cooks regarding required equipment for
events, and arrange pick up/drop off.

e Maintain the Baronial Inventory, and check off returned equipment.

e Report to Council regarding status of equipment, including loss, damage, replacement or new
equipment required

Reporting Channel

The quartermaster is a deputy to the Seneschal and reports to him/her as well as the Council.

Requires

Accessible, weatherproof and lockable storage space approximately the size of a standard car. If transporting
gear to an event, a vehicle with a tow bat/ball joint is requitred.

Resources

Gear is stored at Mandeville (Raffe and Melisande’s property) and also at the CF site, in containers.

Arts and Sciences

Calling for expressions of interest in the role of Baronial Arts and Sciences officer The A&S Officer is tasked
with encouraging the arts and sciences in the Barony through classes, workshops, informal gatherings and
competitions.

Role: Encourage and organize A&S workshops and competitions in the Barony.

Get reports from workshops and events in the Barony that hold an A&S competition (for quarterly reporting
purposes). Send quartetly reports to Kingdom A&S Minister. Run or organize someone to run the Kingdom
Arts and Sciences competitions if the Kingdom Coronation or Crown Tourney is being held by the Barony and
the Kingdom A&S Minister cannot attend the event.

Will need 1x gorget (which we can make), 3x pairs of gauntlets, 2x sets of elbow  pads, 1x set of knee pads,
2x groin guards, 1x gambeson. Assuming that we make half gauntlets, will ~ need 2x shields with finger
protection.

c. Canterbury Faire

About $45,000 in bookings, $10,000 outstanding 106, 206 site fees, 26 people want shuttles, about 30
t shirts. Feast has 120 less 6 comps and is still booked out. Still needs a billets and a shuttles deputy.
Super shuttle is the company.

Max was out at site a week and a half ago, he thinks that Green Dragon and Heorot look campable,
stairs look good but no handrail yet. Half circle needs a bit of work. Max is going to send photos.
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If there isn’t grass in that area, what is the backup plan? Looking to move to the old warfield. Looking
for power sites. Green Dragon might be OK.

Raffe will be out there next week and decision will be made then.
Some discussion around heavy timetable.
Agnes volunteered to do billets.

a. Request for an information flyer to be prepared in time for CF (Max)

Max was thinking of a flyer for any events for the Crescent Isles for the next year and maybe a
couple of Oz ones, some basic information, to be included in the event booklet.

Max would like to run another Yule at a time that doesn’t clash with other things.
Raffe suggests big picture promotion. Lets discuss this at Faire.
b. Funds request for hoods for loaner rapier masks (James/Aveline/Agnes) (3 hoods)

SG has several loaner rapier masks that can't be used as they have no hoods. Agnes was approached

by Aveline re making these up.

From Agnes: Ideally I want cotton canvas (1.5m minimum prefer 2) and drill or duck (depends on
width: if 108cm, I'll need 1m per hoodie, so 3m) to do them.

And a strip to make the inner tube and tie from, but I should be able to do this from excess /
offcuts / spare. Canvas is $24.99/m (and I'd like 2m just in case) Duck / drill is $18.99 and $10.99
respectively (variable depending on pattern and fashion / furnishing too) so theoretical requirement is
$88 but I intend to catch them on sale, and if I can use unfashionable colours/patterns for the
linings I can probably get something from clearance. And I have a 15% coupon, which I can use for

at least the canvas.
I'd prefer to do the outers in black, grey or red.
Work I envision 2 hrs/hood so I think $60 seems fair.
So I'll need approval for (rounding, betting I can get thread within this budget regardless) $150

There was considerable discussion around paying someone for their labour to make these up, in the end that
aspect of the funds request was dropped. There will need to be more discussion around this topic in future.

Motion: James moves to accept the quote for fabric only for up to $150. Seconded by Rat. 1
against: Raffe.

Should be ready by Faire.
