Meeting Minutes for 2nd September 2020 

Present: Ginevra, Adrienne, Kotek, Jayne, Lowrens, Richard, Joanna, Elena, Thorald, Grim, 

Alexandra, Ratbot. 

Apologies: Agnes 

Meeting opens 7:30pm 

1. Last month’s minutes. 

Kotek moves to accept the minutes, Elena seconds it.  

Abstentions:2, Nays 0, Minutes are accepted. 

2. Business Arising: FAT policy has been online for people to review. 

Discussion around Promissory Notes and Southron Gaard’s responsibility which was decided that it 

was a private transaction between two people. 

Kotek moves to accept FAT policy, Thorald seconds the motion. Objections:0, 

Abstentions: 2, Yays:7.  

Policy will be added to website, thanks to Kotek and everyone involved in reviewing the policy 

3. Funding Requests: None received 

4. Event Proposal: October Dance Day 

Event is a low key, dance focussed event. Potluck dinner. Hoping to break even on this event. 

Expecting 10 people, the costs are fixed. Date is not locked in but pencilled in with the site. Site is 

close to bus routes. Levy needs to be added into budget but if event gets 21 people the losses will be 

covered. 

Thorald moves to accept the event, Ratbot seconds. Against:0, Abstentions:2, Yays:7 

Event is passed 

5. Event Reports: BA Final Report: There was a total of 32 adults for the full event, 9 children. 10 

people were there for the feast only, 6 people for the day. Made $1510 out of the expected $1413 so 

a $97 surplus. There was a issue of chasing up people to pay which threw the final budget out but 

sorted now. 

Elena moves to accept the report. Lowrens seconds, Abstentions:2. Report passes. 

Canterbury Faire update: weekly meetings are continuing. Most key roles have been filled but still 

looking for volunteers. A reasonable number of bookings have come in, including some from 

Australia. Discussion with site about what happens if we don’t have as many people as normal. 

Actively working on the website. If alert levels here go up the event will be cancelled. We can distance 

people currently. So far the event will be capped at 100 unless alert levels change. 
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Spring Feast update: 44 adults have booked, 5 children. Food is starting to be prepped. 8 heavies 

have signed up for the tournament plus there will be a Young Adult Combat tourney. 4 people from 

Darton will be attending. 

6. Officer Reports: 

B and B Report : Received invitation for a demo for Pleasant Point Scouts. 

Attended tournament. Received largess from Solvi Gyldersdottir. Correspondence with their Majesties 

and Pleasant Point scouts. 

Seneschal’s Report: Attended Kingdom Seneschal’s council, correspondence with current leaving 

Officer’s and the applicants for their roles. Announcements to introduce the new officer’s in their roles. 

Reeve’s Report:  Main Account: $22,885 at 1 August, up $1274 to $24,159 at 30 August. Incomings: 

$1504 for Gildenwick and Canterbury Fair events.  Outgoings: $230 for Golden Flight event and 

SCANZ/Kingdom levies. 

* FAT Account: $2920 at 1 August, down $434 to $2487 at month end. One project, A Gift to the Shire 

of Adora, was completed this month.  The Adoram Reeve, THL Jochen Schwalbe, thanks us for the 

generous gift, and will advise us of its use when this is decided.  The FAT information on the baronial 

website is updated. 

No new applications for FAT funds received. The how-to for this is part of the FAT page on the 

website (https://sg.lochac.sca.org/admin/FAT.shtml).
