e are proud that Southron

Gaard has a long tradition
of holding excellent, varied and often quite large
events.

Last year, in the central Barony, we had Canterbury
Faire, BA, Yule, Bal D'Argent, musters in Febru-
ary, May and October, the Yeomen's event in No-
vember and a Christmas Revel.

Those events we know of in the south of our lands
included St Kessog's First Feast, Fimbulwinter, Oc-
tober's Tavern Revel and a Picnic. For newly estab-
lished folk, that was a superb start.

Yet we know that, for some, such events can seem a

little daunting, whether to steward or to attend. It
may be that the assumption has grown that every
event has to be complex and suitable for all-comers.
That is not the case.

If you wish to steward a Feast for Forty, or a Tour-
ney of Twenty, we say by all means propose it. If
you'd like to host a quiet revel to tell period ghost
stories, have at it. Smaller events are a good
opportunity for new stewards to try their arms, and
to follow their particular vision. We welcome such.

And then there's fun and games. In the past, the
Celtic Games or Night of Champions provided an-
nual occasions of their very own. And just as much
fun were one-off events like a Fools' Feast, tavern
brawls or bardic revels.

Some of these events can be a worthy challenge for
any steward, and it is meet that you bring such
plans to our Council. Others might be

as simple as deciding how you would like to express
your vision of the Dream and then saying "it's here,
we're doing this, bring food and drink, RSVP...".

With the Renaissance Challenge we issued at Baronial
Anniversary comes the chance to try your hand at new
things. When you start to think about how you will
rise to the challenge of learning to cook or steward or
marshal, remember that this does not require you to
run an event like Canterbury Faire!

Mind you, if you should feel so inclined...

Finally, we thank all those who responded to the Baro-
nial Survey. All missives have been read with interest
and provided much inspiration and food for thought.
Even though the survey period has now ended,
remember that you can bring your ideas or concerns to
us, our Officers, or to Council at any time.

Archbishop of Lyon - 12th and 13th
centuries

Thisisasilver denier of the Archbishop of Lyon. It is dated from
the mid 12th to early 13th century. This coin has an interesting cru-
cifix on the obverse with a"foot" to indicatethe "L" from Lyon.
The obverse legend reads +PRIMASEDES with the reverse legend
+GALLIARV surrounding a short cross. Read together, the legend
boasts that Lyon was the first see (bishopric) of the Churchin
France (PRIMA - first, SEDES- see, GALLIARV - Gaul -France).
The dark color of this coinisactually athick coating of tarnish
(patina) which preserves the coin from further oxidation. In acom-
parison of the coins on this site, this coinisin the best condition of
the lot and would grade at least VF (Very Fine) to EF (Extra Fine).
The only better grade after EF is FDC (Fleur de Coin), also termed
"Mint State" or uncircul ated.

Yet it must be noted that in recent times the Barony, Canton and College have been blessed by many newcomers, some
of whom have yet to acquire certain of the skills and attributes possessed by those who have been here longer. And also
that certain of the more long- standing inhabitants of the Barony may have become complacent or perhaps somewhat
narrow in their focus, and may no longer practice some of their skills with the same aplomb and dexterity as once they
did.

Thus it is that Bartholomew and katherine, Baron and Baroness of Southron Gaard, hereby challenge each and every
member of the populace of the Barony, Canton and College to join the Renaissance -- not in persona terms, but in the
expression of your accomplishments.

* A Craft - by making two distinct items of a period nature or purpose, such as garb, accessories, leath-
erwork, tokens, banner, weapon or armour, and demonstrating them to others by entering them in an
arts display or competition.

* In Service - by stewarding an event or a significant portion of an event, or by undertaking specific ser-
vice to the Barony or Kingdom.

Take up this challenge, learn new skills or polish old ones, assist others to achieve their Dream. To those who achieve
these goals before Baronial Anniversary next will be awarded a special token and great honour, for they will truly be a
Renaissance Gentle.

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| love a good Mystery

A guide to Mystery Novels with medieval and renaissance settings by Terese de La Maunche.

I have always loved mysteries and as a child adored reading true crime and also the standard children’s mysteries such
as Meg, Trixie Belden, Nancy Drew, The Hardy Boys and The Famous Five. As an adult I continue to embrace that
poor cousin of literature — The Crime Novel — because | find then an entertaining diversion from real life (and when
you really weant to kill someone, reading about murder is a reasonable consolation).

The mystery novel did not exist in the middle ages. The earliest thrillers were gothic novels such as The Monk written
by Matthew Lewis in 1794. In the 1860s Wilkie Collins wrote the WWoman in White and The Moonstone and he is
sometimes referred to as the Father of the Detective Novel. However while the middle ages were not a time when
mystery novels were written they certainly provide plenty of material for a writer to work with. The numerous plots
in Elizabeth’s Reign, events such as the deaths of the princes in the tower and many political intrigues give authors
writing about this time period a lot to work with. Here are some series that you may enjoy.

The Brother Cadfael Mysteries by Ellis Peters

There are 20 Brother Cadfael books. They are set in Shrewbury, near the Welsh boarder during the civil war of the
1140s. Cadfael is a herbalist who has come late to the cloister after being a crusader.

Susana, Lady Appleton by Kathy Lynn Emerson

These novels are also about a herbalist but are set during the reign of Elizabeth. All the titles begin with phrase “Face
Down...".

Ursula Blanchard by Fiona Buckley

These novels are centred around a young widow who ends up at Elizabeth’s court. A number of historical figures are
depicted, such as Robert Dudley, Amy Robsart and Mary Queen of Scotts.

Catherine LeVendeur by Sharan Newman

These novels are set in France in the twelfth century. Heloise and Abelard and their son Astrolabe appear in some of
the novels. Also the author explores what life may have been like for Jews living in France at this time and the idea of
heresy.

Justin de Quincy by Sharon Kay Penman

Set in England in the twelfth century these books centre around a young man who stumbles into the service of Elea-
nor of Aquitaine.

Abbess Helewise/Josse d’Acquin by Alys Clare

Yet another twelfth century series, set in the reign of Richard the Lionheart. These books have a slight supernatural
bent, juxtaposing convent life with nature worship.

Roger the Chapman by Kate Sedley

The adventures of a door to door salesman in the fourteenth century. Roger lives in Bristol but travels around plying
his wares. He becomes entangled in a mystery that involves him with Richard Duke of York (later Richard 111 of Eng-
land).

Roger Shallot by Paul Doherty writing as Michael Clyne

Roger Shallot is a young man in the service of the nephew of Cardinal Wolsey. Historical characters include John Dee
and and Henry VIII (who Shallot refers to as “that fat murderer”)
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Owen Archer by Candace Robb

Owen Archer lives in York in the fourteenth century. He has one eye and he and his wife own an apothecary’s
shop.

Marcus Didius Falco by Lindsay Davis

These books aren’t medieval in setting but worth a mention if you are at all interested in Roman History. Set in
the reign of Emperor Vespasian (first century AD), the books follow the adventures of Falco (an informant), his
upper class wife and his mad family).

After our success in buying some long-term storage for the Canterbury Faire site, the Southron Gaard Council late last
year decided to get a Baronial Trailer.

Its main proposed purpose was to permanently store and easily carry "standard event” stuff, including the Baronial Pavil-
ion, thrones, mats, chests, banners, poles and also the Barony's marshalling gear -- preferably with a bit of extra capacity
for bigger events (like CF) and added flexibility.

Thus, the need was for a water-tight covered trailer which was in reasonable condition, easy to tow, of decent size and for
the right price - under $2,000.

These proved to be rather hard to find in our price range but, after much searching by Mistress Roheisa in particular, a
good candidate was found -- in New Plymouth! Not an easy purchase, you might imagine, but here's where the NZ SCA
network proved its worth.

Lady Yngvildr's dad happens to be a mechanic based in New Plymouth, so he very kindly took care of the essential in-
spection step at very short notice. (We'd previously all-but-bought a trailer from someone in Tauranga; friends of ours
who were on a North Island tour went all the way to Tauranga from Hamilton to check it out -- and gave it a

big thumbs down!)

The price on the New Plymouth trailer being agreed -- a very reasonable $1,320 -- the vendor also agreed to drive the
trailer to Hamilton for us. This was handy, because Lady Sancha (from Darton) agreed to pick it up during a visit to those
parts, and get it to Wellington. And from there, our Lord Bjorn arranged for his colleagues to spirit it across the water
and safely down the island to its new home.

We did some initial tweaking, then put the trailer through its paces for Canterbury Faire, and found it to be very roomy
and easy to tow, though a bit front-heavy if not loaded carefully. Several small leaks (plus roomy gaps between the floor-
boards) were spotted and flagged for attention after we'd recovered from CF.

The first step in bringing it into tip-top shape was carried out by Lord Dieter, who added bracing for the optional slide-in
shelf, and angle brackets which can be used to stow banner poles and the like up high out of the way.

He also replaced a few missing rivets and mounted the spare tyre on the back door, which conveniently improved the
trailer's balance as well. And he added one or two subtle security features (those who need to know, do...)

Then the sealing and painting crew got to work - Sir Vitale, Lord Dauid, Scott, Her Excellency katherine and me. Consid-
erable scrubbing, cleaning and masking followed. Much sealing work was also done at this point, mainly on the floor-
boards, which were then further covered by stapled truck tarpaulin. Sir Vitale then wielded a spraygun to apply undercoat

A couple of weeks later, H.E. katherine and I finished the paint job, ran some serious water-tightness tests and conse-
quently added some extra sealing to roof and tailgate. The aim of the paint job was not beauty, nor even branding, but
simply distinctiveness - "steal me, and you'll have to hide me damned well or repaint me immediately”. Or join a circus...
