Excellencies  

Speak.... 

 

I t's all about culture. 
 
As we write, members of the Barony and the 
Kingdom are waging a verypublic campaign 

to preserve an element of SCA culture which works 
particularly well in Lochac, but which is of little 
erelevance to most of the rest of the Society. 
 
Culture is gained by the accretion of habits, rules 
and traditions -- experiments that work and be-
come the norm -- and the discarding of approaches 
which no longer have relevance. Change is ex-
pected, and healthy. 
 
Indeed, active changes to a group's culture can have 
enormous benefits. They usually come about by 
adoption -- following the example of a related 
group, or a prominent household, who come up 
with a great idea, refine it, and create a model for 
others to follow. In a small way, the arrival in our 
midst of "horseback" boffer at the Spring Tourney is 
a simple example of cultural innovation. When it 
spreads to other groups (and it will), that's cultural 
transmission. 
 
In order to support such beneficial change, there is 
a need for cultural diversity -- a recognition, par-
ticularly in an organisation as far-flung as the SCA -
- that there is no One True Way. The neighbouring 
group does not have to work just the way we do 
and, in fact, it can be quite refreshing to visit them 
and find that they do not. Variety is spice and, 
without it, improvements are that much harder to 
achieve. 
 
But there are two kinds of change which should be 
resisted where possible. 
 
The first is the imposition of cultural norms from 
the outside which significantly damage the local 
culture, and provide no corresponding benefit. 
Hence the strong and heartfelt resistance 
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, Kingdom-wide, to the intention of the Society Earl 
Marshal to stop us from fielding non-contact combat-
ants in our future wars. 
 
The second is a casual drift away from a positive cul-
tural element through a lack of awareness or reinforce-
ment. 
 
In Southron Gaard, we are experiencing strong growth, 
with all the associated benefits. With that growth 
comes welcome new faces (and equally-welcome familar 
faces from days past), and along with them a need to 
make sure the best parts of our traditions and culture 
are transmitted. 
 
We challenge you all to remember three things at fu-
ture events, thus setting a good example so that some 
of the more pleasant aspects of our local tradition 
might not be lost: 
 
* If someone has an SCA name, use it at all times at 
events. To that end, we will ourselves be trying to use 
those names in all SCA related contexts from now on, 
including administrative ones. 
 
Otherwise, being frail human creatures, we will forget 
ourselves when it counts. 
 
* If you know someone has an SCA title, please use it 
when appropriate. When addressing someone whose 
rank you don't know, use "m'lord" and "m'lady" -- such 
terms are always appropriate. [A small caveat - nobody 
is "m'lord James" or "m'lady Sarah". That form of ad-
dress is never joined with a name.] 
 
* Please aim to maintain some formality around the 
Baronial (and more importantly Royal) Presence, espe-
cially near the pavilion and thrones. This isn't for the 
sake of anyone's egos, but simply to help create and 
maintain for others the sense of being in our own spe-
cial part of the Laurel Kingdoms of the Known World. 
 
These are traditions which Southron Gaard has long 
honoured, and which we wish to see preserved.

So feel free 
to ask people for help and advice, most people are 
willing to help spread the wealth of knowledge. 
 
People often take for granted their abilities, things 
they have been able to do for years, without realising 
just how skilful they actually are. We have many 
great teachers and artisans lurking in our populace. 
 
 I would encourage people to offer their skills and 
expertise in teaching A&S classes, helping others 
with projects and even entering A&S competitions. 
In this way the skills of our Barony can be displayed 
throughout the Kingdom and the Known World.

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The Viking LettersThe Viking Letters  
 
Recently I was contacted by a young chap called Thonton who was doing aschool project on Vikings.  I answered 
his questions from the perspective of my persona prior to leaving his village and eventually moving to CAID as it 
was then.  I hope that you enjoy reading these two letters as they were a lot of fun to write. 
 
Sir Tycho Julso 
 
The First 
 
1.What was the hardest thing about Viking life? 
2.What was the best thing about Viking life? 
3.Did all Vikings fight? 
 
Greetings Thornton, 
 
One of the hardest things is winter.  It gets very cold and sometimes the ocean freezes in the fjord which means our 
Drakkar (boats) are stuck on the beach.  The land around the village is very steep and so we can't travel overland 
to trade or visit our neighbouring villages.  We need to make sure that we have enough supplies to get through 
the winter before the spring comes and we can travel again.  We pass the cold winter months inside playing games 
such as Hnefatafl , holding competitions, telling tales and then in the middle of winter we have a huge feast called 
Yule where we decorate a tree, bring a big log inside to burn and generally have a good time because the days will 
be getting longer and spring is on its way. 
 
One of the best things about Viking life is gathering and making nice things.  Our smiths produce some of the 
finest pattern welded blades which are far superior to anything else around.  Our jewellers can produce fantastic 
cast jewellery with wonderful twisty beasties and both men and women love silver jewellery which we keep, trade 
and use as money.  Some of my favourite jewellery has blue glass beads from far off hot lands to the east and Am-
ber.  It is also very nice to be skimming along the water in our drakkar on a nice warm day, our boats are very fast 
(especially if we row them also) and because they have a fairly flat bottom we can travel far up rivers to trade or go 
a viking (raid). 
 
Not all Vikings fight.  When we go viking the women,children, old men, smith, shoe maker and others stay at 
home.  Someone also needs to look after the sheep, goats and horses.  We also need to make sure that none of the 
less friendly kingdoms chooses to raid us while we are away.  Compared to some I don't practice or fight much. 
In my younger years I taught myself to be a blacksmith and fighting doesn't interest me that much, maybe 
because my father died viking. 

 
 
I hope this is useful and please let me know if you have any other questions.  Attached 
is a picture of me with my most valuable possessions, my sword and byrnie 
(chainmail).

I have 3 main questions to answer in my topic. 
 
They are... 
 
1. How did vikings travel the world? 
2. How did vikings raid and what did they raid? 
3. How did vikings live when they didn't raid? eg.villages, farms and houses. 
 
Greetings Thornton, 
 
Vikings are most famous for their ships.  These ships are built with one centre beam which is curved up at 
both ends.  From this beam planks overlap upwards to form the sides.  The gaps between them are jammed 
with rope or strips of old clothes soaked in tar which makes the whole boat watertight. The sail is square and 
made out of wool.  The rigging ropes are often made out of walrus hide because this is very strong and lasts 
well in the salt water environment. walrus hide rope is expensive though and is a valuable trade commodity. 
Walrus tusks are also great for carving.  I have a set of chess pieces carved out of walrus ivory.  One of the 
pieces has the warrior biting the top of his shield which makes me laugh when I see it!   
 
Our boats do not sink far into the water and so can be sailed up shallow rivers and right up to the beaches.  
The sails are great when the wind is behind us but often a strong side wind or head wind makes the going 
tough, sometimes we end up going sideways rather than forward and we either have to pull into the shore 
and wait for the wind to change, change course or get the oars out.  Some of our biggest ships can hold not 
only men but horses, provisions and items to trade and room for captured items.  To travel a great distance 
can take a long time and you need a good captain to know where to go.  The wind direction, shape of the 
land we sail past and stars help us know where we are going.  If you are going on a long journey you better 
like salted herring!  Sometimes we hear stories of fantastic rich and strange cities far off, some bold parties try 
and find them, some come back rich, some come back very hungry and some don't come back at all! 
 
If we go viking (to go viking is what we call raiding) we will either cross the border into another Kingdom 
and raid one of their villages or go further afield and try and find a village, town or monastery.  We don't 
attack single farms and when we are fighting we don't fight women and children, Although they can be 
taken as slaves.  I don't think that we should raid other towns and villages that speak our language and wor-
ship the same gods but they try and raid us which makes us want to raid them back.  I often think we could 
raid further afield and attack richer cities if all the Viking Kingdoms could work together.  
 
I have heard that some large Viking groups will go back to the same city to raid every spring and in some 
cases the city pays them money to go away again rather than be attacked!  This sounds like a good deal to 
me and a lot less work.  When going a viking the warriors are looking for anything of value, from food to 
fabric, slaves, gold and silver.  If raiding, it is good to be able to catch your target by surprise.  Sometimes we 
can sneak up a river in our boats and often no one is expecting an attack from the water. 
 
When not raiding Vikings are just like anyone else.  We farm, trade and make stuff.  Some Vikings live on a 
farms that are so small and surrounded by steep hills that they do not have any neighbours that they can 
walk to but have to sail to nearest farm or village.  Our village size is really limited by the amount of avail-
able land.  At the moment there are 12 houses plus the hall.  It is getting too crowded and we have to go a 
viking more often now because our land does not produce enough food for everyone.  There is talk that some 
may have to move away soon.  I may go, there is talk of rich empty lands to the south and east.  I don't 
really want to leave the village but it is getting harder. I know my mother will miss me but I have to go and 
make my own way in the world and the village is too small for two smiths. 
 
Well Thornton, I guess you are finding out more about my life  :)    Please et me know if you have any more 
questions.
