Some 

might like to have the time to put into fighting, but 

already put a lot of time into stewarding, or 

offices, or some art or science. Or family. 

The same can be said of any sort of art or science. 

It is always pleasing to teach someone who feels 

the same way you do. But in our voluntary Society 

we must be prepared to accept that people will 

come to you and learn largely on their own terms. 

Learning ideally involves a negotiated relationship, 

where both teacher and student accept and are 

agreed on the goals they will pursue - how far the 

lesson will go, and how far the student can expect 

to be pushed. No everyone who fights wishes to 

become a Knight or Master of Defense, not every 

artisan wishes to be a Laurel, and not everyone 

who serves wishes to become a Pelican. With that 

in mind, no practitioner of SCA skills should 

reproach anyone for not practicing as much / 

training as hard / working as often or as long as 

they would expect of themselves. 

That we should expect no reward from teaching 

other than the pleasure of engaging in our chosen 

activity has much to do with why it is so esteemed 

in our Society.

Heraldic Registrations – Process and Timeframes 

Greetings unto the populace of Southron Gaard, and to readers from other lands. 

It has come to my attention of late that there is some uncertainty as the process for undertaking registrations 

of arms and devices, with ‘Why isn’t it done yet?’ featuring prominently amongst the questions I hear.  

Hence, I would like to offer a brief explanation of the process and timeframes, as below. 

Step 1: You speak to a book herald about your name and device. 

Initiating the registration process can take a short time, or a long time. Factors that can influence this are: 

 Do you have any initial ideas/have you done any research (keep your notes!) 

 Is your desired name easy or difficult to research and document? 

 Is it a ‘busy period’ for your herald (e.g. just after a major event, when everyone is feeling 

inspired and wanting names and arms done). 

Before your name and/or device can move along the registration process, your herald will need to perform 

several checks, to ensure that there are no conflicts with existing registrations, for example. Your herald will 

also need to prepare the paperwork, which in Lochac is now largely electronic but can still take a while to put 

together. 

Step 2: Off it goes… 

When both you and your consulting herald are happy with the registration documents and evidence, these are 

then emailed by your herald to Rocket Herald, who will put them on the next Kingdom Letter of Intent 

(KLOI). If a KLOI has just been published, it will take at least 1 month for your registration to go out with 

the next KLOI.  

Step 3. Kingdom level commentary 

Once your registration has been published in the KLOI, it is then reviewed at the Kingdom level by the 

heralds, for the period of one month. During this time problems that were missed by your consulting herald 

may be picked up (e.g. conflicts, problems with the way the device is drawn, etc.). These problems may be 

able to be fixed during this time period, or the registration may need to be removed from the KLOI for 

further work. 

Step 4. Level Up! 

Once the Kingdom commentary period is up, the KLOI with your registrations moves on to the Society level 

of commentary. At this point, your consulting herald will most likely not be able to see these higher level 

comments and any problems will not be notified until the end of the process. Your submission(s) will spend: 

 At least 3 months in the Society level commentary 

 At least 1 month in the ‘Being Decided’ status 

 At least 1 month in the ‘LOAR being Proofread’ 
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Anyone can keep an eye on their submissions progress via the following link: 

https://oscar.sca.org/index.php?action=181 which shows the sub status for each submission currently in the 

system. 

Step 5. The End is Nigh (one way or another…) 

The LOAR is sent to Crux and the Rocket Herald, and Rocket Herald will advise those with approved 

submissions via email, and also contact those who had problems with their submissions.  

As you can see, the registration process will take, at its quickest, 6-7 months. Sometimes it will take longer. It 

seems like a long time, but go take a look at the sheer volume of submissions (via the substatus link above) 

and you can see that there is really a lot for commentators and Laurel Sovereign of Arms to get through.  

I hope that this has helped you to understand the registration process, and why it takes the length of time it 

does.

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Viking Archery 

We don’t hear a lot about the Norse skill with a bow, it being very much a culture of the spear and sword, 

and yet archery was certainly an important skill for the Vikings and was used in hunting as well as in battle, 

especially ship-to-ship. Stephan’s Florilegium has some notes about Viking archery including the following  

“Longbows were probably the most common type of bow, but one find has turned up a composite bow from Norway 

strengthened with iron bands.  Like other weapons, bows could be ornamented, and examples are known of bows with 

engraved runes, and others with carved knotwork designs.”  

(C. L. Ward, 29 Nov 1999). 

Apparently arrowheads are a very common grave find especially in men’s graves but also in women’s. She 

goes on to tell this delightful story:  

“Another famous tale is that of the man who made the fatal mistake of slapping his wife.  Later, when his enemies have 

cornered him in his home, he is able to hold the attackers off by means of his superlative marksmanship.  That is, until 

his bowstring broke.  He then cried to his wife to plait him a new bowstring of her hair, but she refuses, bidding him to 

remember that last slap he gave her.” 

I couldn’t find references to formal Viking archery competitions but did find three stories of ‘shooting the 

apple from the head’, the earliest of which is detailed in European Medieval and Renaissance Archery Contests And 

Targets by Sir Jon Fitz-Rauf: 

 “… in the 900’s there was the story of a Danish archer by the name of Toko, who was forced by his king to shoot an 

apple off his son’s head.  He succeeded and later shot the king.”

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King Harold ll -  
The Last Anglo Saxon King 

We have all heard of the year 1066 and the Battle of Hastings in which an unlucky King 

of England died, with an arrow though his eye, less than a year into his reign.  Whilst 

most know how he died few know much about his life. 

Harold was born to nobility around the year 1022, the second son of Godwin Earl of 

Wessex and Gytha Thorkelsdottir, the sister-in-law of Cnut the Great, King of Denmark 

and Viking conqueror of England. His sister Ealdgyth (or Edith) married the restorer of 

the English Crown, Edward the Confessor making her Queen Consort of England. 

However Edward had spent many years of exile in Normandy and despite their 

relationship to him both Harold and his father opposed the growing Norman influence 

the King allowed. Harold's older brother was disinherited and banished after abducting 

an abbess, so when Godwin died Harold became Earl of Wessex and then of Hereford, 

also. 

Harold fought successful campaigns against Gruffydd ap Llywelyn of Gwynedd, the 

ruler of Wales from 1062 which ended with Gruffydd's defeat and death in 1063. To 

celebrate this victory or perhaps just to show how powerful he was he built a hunting 

lodge at Portskewett, which was attacked by the Welsh before completion and never 

rebuilt due to the events of the following year. 

Edward the Confessor died, childless, without having formally named an heir.  The 

King's Council gathered the following day and selected Harold to succeed. On the 6 

January 1066 Earl Harold Godwinson become King Harold II of England.  William, 

Duke of Normandy, was not happy as he believed he was the rightful successor to the 

throne and he started planning an invasion, but he wasn't the only one. 

On the 20th of September another claimant, Harald Hardrada, King of Norway, invaded 

in the north and defeating the Earls of Mercia and Northumbria.  Five days later Harold 

and his army met Hardrada at Stamford Bridge in Yorkshire, and won the day, however 

they then had to immediately turn around and march for the south coast to see off an 

invading Norman army. 

The two armies met on the 14th of October 1066, near Hastings, with battle lasting from 

about 9 am to dusk. Towards the end the King was struck down and the English 

defence collapsed.  This fateful day saw the end of Anglo Saxon rule in England, realized 

by one ordinary arrow.  I wonder if Harold had any idea how important such an arrow 

could be as he enjoyed his last hunt at the lodge at Portskewett?
